Forecasting:  What will happen if we have a catastrophic storm in our area?

Speculating:  What will life be like in the 22nd century if our global population continues to grow at the current rate? 

Predicting: What will happen in the 22nd century if we continue to use our global resources at the current rate? 

Imagining: What would life be like if we had no laws to govern us?

Generalizing: What might happen to countries that depend on just one crop?

Applying:  How could we design a public transportation system that would work with the urban sprawl in southern California?

Model Building: How could you use materials available to build a model of the system above?

Evaluating: What would be a fair solution to our health care crisis?

Judging: What makes Mozart unique among the Classical composers?

Applying: Given what you have learned about discrimination and tolerance, what kind of things can you do to make the people around you more accepting of diversity?

Hypothesizing: What might happen if we experience a war that causes industrialized, first world countries to lose the ability to produce sufficient power to operate our technology?
How is the current trend in rap and hip hop music another form of poetry?

How were the inventions of the industrial age a necessary form of development for a culture?

Essential question: Is there such a thing as a “good war?”

As you anticipate your project, what will be some indicators that you are progressing and succeeding?
