· When you use information gained through interviewing another person

· When you copy exact words or a unique phrase from somewhere

· When you copy or reprint any

· Diagrams

· Illustrations

· Charts

· Pictures

· Artwork

· Graphics (other than free clipart)

· When you use ideas that others have given you in conversations or through email.

· When you write about your own

·  experiences

· Observations

· Insights

· Thoughts

· Conclusions

· When you use common knowledge

· or generally accepted facts 

· or folklore
