1) Reach the amount of days you were assigned in ALC (as shown on the top right of the contract)

a. Sitting in your seat will not count as a day – you must be working continuously throughout the day for the day to count.

2) Become academically eligible (1 credit every 4 days)

a. Every credit earned will take off 5 days (ex.- if you were assigned 30 days, after earning the first credit your days will get knocked down to 25 days, and so on)

The rules of this class WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED. A referral may be written if any part of the contract is violated. You will be successful and there will be no issues if you attend class, on time, and do what you need to do.
ATTENDANCE:  A student must be in attendance a full productive day to count. 
· TARDINESS is defined as not being in the classroom at 7:50am. The warning bell rings at 7:45.
· If tardy, 2 things may happen:
· A day will be added

· HOWEVER, if you’re a little late but work diligently all day – the teacher may elect to not add the additional day (it is at the teacher’s discretion)
· TRUANCY

· Add 4 days onto ALC assignment (if you’re on a day for a day)
Chrome Books:

· Using the Chromebooks in ALC is a privilege.  Students are expected to be only on appropriate websites necessary to complete class assignments. A violation of appropriate us use policy will result in a if not you will referral and Chromebook privileges will be revoked (taken away), possibly for the remainder of your ALC assignment.
· Using Chromebooks to charge phones is not permitted.
· Using Chromebooks to listen to music is not allowed (unless you have qualified for ALC Renaissance)
**No Electronic Devices are allowed in the ALC class (including headphones – unless permitted by teacher) **

· NO CURSING/USE OF PROFANITY, OR DEFACING PROPERTY. TAGGING, GANG-STYLE WRITING anywhere, including your own paper, is not permitted. 
· All work will be done in class: Students ARE NOT permitted to take anything home (work or textbooks).  Sufficient “in class” time has been provided to earn the necessary credits to exit the program.
· Respect: Students will respect their peers, teacher, and staff (this includes substitute teachers).
· Working: It is the job of the ALC teacher to work with the students.  Students who have questions need to come up or raise their hand.  If the ALC teacher can not help the student, the teacher will get someone who can.  STUDENTS WILL NOT BLURT ANYTHING OUT IN CLASS. This not a social time; students are expected to get down to the business of working and earning their way back to Chaparral’s regular program.  

· Odyssey (on-line make-up courses): The Odyssey rules are the same in ALC as in every other class:  
· You can test out for any subject that is below the student’s grade level

· 1st attempt- you do not have to take notes for the lesson
· 2nd & 3rd attempt- notes are required

· After the 3rd attempt – if still not passed –is up to teacher discretion 
· Classes: If you are permitted to go to Math, Senior English, or any other class (teacher will be instructed by the administration), you are in agreement that you will behave, pass your daily assignments, and pass the tests.  If this doesn’t happen; the privilege of going to classes will be revoked and students will not be able to go to class for the remainder of their stay in ALC.

· Bathroom Visits: In addition to before school and lunchtime, there is a “built in” bathroom break for the class (8:45 – 8:50). If there is an emergency, the student must ask the teacher.
· NO Food or Drinks: Bottled water is OK, but you will not be able to use the bathroom except at scheduled breaks.
· NO Loitering: Students assigned to ALC are to leave campus immediately after the ALC class is dismissed; the teacher will escort students off campus. If a student needs to see a teacher on campus for any reason – the student must talk to the ALC instructor and they will set up a meeting with the teacher.
· Consequences for Loitering/Disruption: 10 days will be added onto ALC 

YOU ARE EMPOWERED IN THIS CLASS: Good behavior and hard work will be rewarded by the teacher.  Focus on earning 1 credit a week. These credits will take off ALC days, get you closer to getting back to regular classes, and closer to graduation.  You have choices in the class; some come with rewards, others come with consequences.
